Complete post navigational activities
Maintain effective communications

Entry Requirements

o Participants must be a minimum of 17 years of age on the date of final assessment.
o Participants must hold the following units of competency:

e PUASARO009B Participate in an aquatic rescue operations

e PUAEMEOO01B Provide emergency care

e PUAOPEO002B Operate communication systems and equipment

e PUACOMO001C Communicate in the workplace

Participants must meet the following SLSA requirements:

e Hold a current SLSA Bronze Medallion

e Hold a current SLSA IRB Crewperson certificate

e Have +10 hours of IRB crewing experience evidenced by a log
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General Information

The duration of the course is approximately 8-10 sessions.

Assessment

Assessment is through demonstration, presentation and application of all elements of competency in the work-
place. Participants will be required to complete activities that may include role-plays, oral and written questioning,
practical demonstrations and performing scenarios.
